Bible Study #6 

 
In this lesson we would like to look into the Gospel of John to get a clearer picture of 
Jesus. That way we can believe in Him and rely upon Him better. Your faith in Jesus will 
grow as you see what the Bible says about Him. 
 
1. At the end of the Gospel, John says that he wrote these things so that we can believe in 
Jesus.
